FACILITIES REPLACEMENT FUND

The Facilities Replacement Fund was created in 1999-2000 to provide for the future major renovation and replacement of
our non-enterprise fund assets. During the 1999 fiscal year, Council adopted a goal to “start to develop a facilities plan.”
Over the course of the last year Staff and Council have initiated the planning process and inventoried our existing assets.

A comprehensive assessment of the physical condition of city-owned buildings was competed last fiscal year. The study
identified facilities requiring immediate maintenance as well as long-term (30 year) needs. The total priority needs
identified in the study total approximately $1 million.

Projects planned and/or completed this fiscal year include: deconstruction of three dilapidated park restroom facilities;
deconstruction of the former “Jaycees” building in Stewart Park; construction of a new restroom facility on the course at
Stewart Park Golf Course; removal of a major amount of asbestos in the crawl space of the Umpqua Valley Arts Center;
architectural work for improvements to Gaddis Park facilities scheduled for work this spring and summer; architectural
work for improvements to the golf course Pro Shop facility scheduled for work this spring and summer; architectural and
engineering work for replacement of the roof on the Public Works Shop Facility; and architectural work on the Garden
Valley and Harvard Avenue Fire Stations to determine whether the stations should be renovated and remodeled or should
be reconstructed.

Tentative projects for Fiscal Year 2008-09 include roof repairs on the Stewart Park Pavilion and the Fir Grove Pavilion;
repairs to the Parks Maintenance Shop; work on the Pottery Studio and the Betty Long Unruh Theater; and work on City
Hall. The elevator in City Hall is in need of major work in the range of $30,000 to $50,000.

This Fund is also the home for the budget associated with the construction of the new Public Safety Center that will house

the City’s fire and police departments. The facility will be located one block from City Hall on Douglas Avenue.
Groundbreaking for the project occurred in March of 2007 with estimated completion in the summer of 2009.
